The Last Words of Jesus

When someone is leaving for along time, we treasure the last few moments with them and remember them until we see them again.  When someone is dying, we listen to every word they say and try to honor their requests.    We need to look at Jesus’ last words.


What can I learn from Jesus’ last words?   This question is one that we cannot overlook.  

Please read Luke 23:32-49, Mark 15:33-41, John 19:25-37 and Matthew 28:16-20.

1) Why do people value someone’s last words when they are dying?

Jesus made 7 statements while on the Cross:

1) “Father forgive them, for they do not know what they are doing”  (Luke 23:34)

2) “I tell you the truth, today you will be with me in paradise.” (Luke 23:43)

3) … he said to his mother “Dear woman, here is your son,” and to the disciple, “Here is you mother.”  (John 19:26-27)

4) “Eloi, Eloi, lama sabachthani?” – which means, “My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?”  (Mark 15:34)

5) …”I am Thirsty”  (John 19:28)

6) …”It is finished” (John 19:30)

7) “Father, into your hands I commit my spirit.”  (Luke 23:46)

Please study each statement and write down the importance of each.

Please look at Matthew 28:16-20 and write down the importance of these last instructions to us and how we can apply these instructions to our lives.
