3) Who/what is guiding your spiritual development?  Explain. (Read: Galatians 5: 16-18, Proverbs 27:17)

The acts of the sinful nature.  Read the checklist that we were given when Paul wrote in Galatians 5:19-21.  How are you doing?   Really, how are you doing with the items on this list?  Explain.
5) The Fruit of the Spirit Checklist.  (Read: Galatians 5:22-26).  How are you doing with this checklist?

6) Your Audit Score:  (Read: Matthew 25:23 and Matthew 7: 21-23) Which path are you traveling?
