a) Who was asking whom?

b) What was the motive for asking?

c) Was it a real question or a rhetorical one?

2) As you considered (or consider) choosing to follow Christ, have you ever asked this question?

a) Did you have a specific answer in mind?  What was it?

b) Did you get what you had in mind, something else all together or nothing at all?

c) If you answered “No” to this question, are you lying?  Why?

3) Do you feel guilty about asking “What’s in it for me”?

a) If you do, why?

b) If not, should you?

4) Does asking “What’s in it for me” define you or your faith as self-centered, based in selfishness, or prideful?

5) Is it the question, or what you expect as the answer that defines you or your faith?

6) If someone asks you this question as they consider following Christ, how will you answer?
