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Wisdom
Here are just a few of the verses on Wisdom. 

Concentrate on and meditate on the Corinthians passage.

2Ch 1:10  Give me now wisdom and knowledge, that I may go out and come in before this people: for who can judge this thy people, that is so great?

Job 28:28  And unto man he said, Behold, the fear of the Lord, that is wisdom; and to depart from evil is understanding.

Ps 51:6  Behold, you desire truth in the inward parts: and in the hidden part you shall make me to know wisdom.

Ps 37:30  The mouth of the righteous speaks wisdom, and his tongue talks of judgment. 

31  The law of his God is in his heart; none of his steps shall slide.

Ps 111:10  The fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom: a good understanding have all they that do his commandments: his praise endures for ever.

Pr 3:19  The LORD by wisdom has founded the earth; by understanding hath he established the heavens.

Pr 4:7  Wisdom is the principal thing; therefore get wisdom: and with all thy getting get understanding.

Pr 11:2  When pride cometh, then cometh shame: but with the lowly is wisdom.

Ec 1:18  For in much wisdom is much grief: and he that increases knowledge increases sorrow.

Jas 1:5  If any of you lack wisdom, let him ask of God, that gives to all men liberally, and upbraideth not (doesn’t find fault); and it shall be given him.

1 Cor. 2:1-16

1  And I, brethren, when I came to you, came not with excellency of speech or of wisdom, declaring unto you the testimony of God.

2  For I determined not to know any thing among you, save Jesus Christ, and him crucified.

3  And I was with you in weakness, and in fear, and in much trembling.

4  And my speech and my preaching was not with enticing words of man’s wisdom, but in demonstration of the Spirit and of power: 

5  That your faith should not stand in the wisdom of men, but in the power of God. 

6  Howbeit we speak wisdom among them that are perfect: yet not the wisdom of this world, nor of the princes of this world, that come to naught:

7  But we speak the wisdom of God in a mystery, even the hidden wisdom, which God ordained before the world unto our glory:

8  Which none of the princes of this world knew: for had they known it, they would not have crucified the Lord of glory.

9  But as it is written, Eye has not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God has prepared for them that love him.

10  But God has revealed them unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit searches all things, yea, the deep things of God.

11  For what man knows the things of a man, save the spirit of man which is in him? Even so, no man knows the things of God, but the Spirit of God.

12  Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the spirit which is of God; that we might know the things that are freely given to us of God.

13  Which things also we speak, not in the words which man’s wisdom teaches, but which the Holy Ghost teaches; comparing spiritual things with spiritual.

14  But the natural man receives not the things of the Spirit of God: for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know them, because they are spiritually discerned.

15  But he that is spiritual judges all things, yet he himself is judged of no man. 

16  For who has known the mind of the Lord, that he may instruct him? But we have the mind of Christ. 

Questions: (the first questions like the first verses are for some fundamentals on wisdom. We could spend a week on any one of these questions, but let’s focus on 6-10 for our discussion after we’ve answered the first few briefly.)

1. What is wisdom?

2. Why is it important to get wisdom?

3. Why did Solomon ask for wisdom? Why did God give it to him?

4. What is the fear of the Lord? 

5. Why does wisdom increase sorrow?

6. How do we get wisdom, and who teaches it to us?

7. Paul’s speech in 2 Corinthians is pregnant with wisdom and understanding. Sum up what he is trying to say here, and think about how this passage says that we should live.

8. The Bible talks about hiding things, hiding God’s word in our hearts and hiding wisdom in our hearts. 

9. Verses 9-16 in this passage give us a lot of hope. A few weeks ago we talked about spiritual warfare. This passage tells us that we also can intimately experience the deeply spiritual things of God like wisdom, union with God, and even the mind of Christ. According to this passage, how should we then live?
