All Because Of You

I’ve been listening a lot lately to U2’s “How To Dismantle an Atomic Bomb” CD (their latest release).  I was astounded at the firm spiritual foundation of the lyrics on many, if not all, of the tracks.  In doing additional research, a number of Christian reviews endorse this “secular” album as good listening.  So, I will use one of the songs on the CD, “All Because of You”, as the foundation for our discussion

1. Verse 1:

I was born a child of grace, Nothing else about the place

Everything was ugly but your beautiful face, And it left me no illusion

Read Isaiah 64:6.  What does this U2 verse say to you when taken in the context of this Bible verse?  What might the “illusions” be?

2. Verse 2:

I saw you in the curve of the moon, In the shadow cast across my room

You heard me in my tune, When I just heard confusion
Read Galations 1:6-24.  Have you been confused (or has someone or something tried to confuse you) in your faith?  How did you avoid it (or did you)?  What lessons are available from this verse of the song?

3. Verse 3:
I like the sound of my own voice, I didn’t give anyone else a choice

An intellectual tortoise, Racing with your bullet train
Read Ephesians 6:11-20.  Do you have a tendency to talk too much?  Oversell?  Are you well prepared to witness?  Discuss the implications of this song verse.

4. Verse 4:

Some people get squashed crossing the tracks, 

Some people got high rises on their backs

I’m not broke but you can see the cracks, You can make me perfect again
Read Matthew 11:28-30.  How does this lyric relate to the Lord’s words?  How have you been squashed?  What “high rise” are you carrying that weighs you down?
5. Verse 5:

I’m alive, I’m being born.  I just arrived, I’m at the door, 

Of the place I started out from, And I want back inside
Do you think this lyric summarizes the message of salvation?  Discuss.
6. Chorus (capitalization mine):

All because of You, All because of You, All because of You, I am
Will you make this your testimony?
