VISION

Three elements that are necessary for any group to be successful are "fellowship", "vision" and "leadership". I would like us to talk about the concept of "vision" as laid out in scripture. Think about how leadership, true fellowship, group make-up, and mitigating circumstances affect vision and direction for our men's group. A book that I read shows a picture of Scriptural fellowship would demand a vision if this type of fellowship were in practice. Here is the passage from "Unseen Things":

“Jesus says that as we know Him better and become more like Him, we will embody a oneness with other believers that is just as the oneness that Jesus and the Father enjoy. Is that possible, or is it just fanciful rhetoric? It is not only possible; it is ultimately inevitable, a holy compulsion larger and stronger than all our factionalism. It’s a oneness that does not derive from cultural or genetic sameness – we can look differently, speak differently, have different tastes and backgrounds. It derives, rather, from the fact that Jesus is in you and Jesus is in me. The oneness is simply, deeply, the Spirit of Jesus Christ in me uniting with the Spirit of Jesus Christ in you.”

Vision questions:

· Do you have a vision for our men's group?

· Do you have a vision for your family?

· Do you have a vision for your relationship with Jesus Christ?

· Do you have a vision for your Church?

· Does God have a vision for all of these things?

· Compare your vision with God's. How do they line up?

· Compare your vision for each of these. How do they line up with each other?
