I’ll work on some Bible verses for our meeting and I encourage you to do the same and be ready to share what you find.  In the meantime, consider the following questions to steer our discussion:

1. Do you believe in miracles (and not the Al Michael’s 1980 Olympics type)?  Why or why not?

2. Do miracles happen today?  If so, what to they look like?  If not, why not?

3. According to Roman Catholic doctrine, in order for someone to be canonized (made a “Saint”), there needs to be documented evidence of their part in “doing” a miracle.  Do you believe people are capable of “doing miracles”?

a. If not, why not?

b. If so, what are the “qualifications” to do a miracle? 

c. If so, do you think it’s an ongoing skill that can be repeated or might it be just a one-time thing?  Why?

4. Throughout history, who did miracles?  Just the “good guys”, or did the “bad guys” do them too?

5. If you answered yes to Question 1, have you ever seen one?  If you’ve answered yes to question 3, have you ever done one?
