I have been pondering whether or not I am doing God's will and obeying God. It seems that our schedules are so busy that we have to decide what important things we should leave out of our lives. 

Scriptures:

Matthew 21:23-32  And when he was come into the temple, the chief priests and the elders of the people came unto him as he was teaching, and said, By what authority do you do these things? and who gave you this authority?  (24)  And Jesus answered and said unto them, I also will ask you one thing, which if ye tell me, I in like wise will tell you by what authority I do these things.  (25)  The baptism of John, whence was it? from heaven, or of men? And they reasoned with themselves, saying, If we shall say, From heaven; he will say unto us, Why did ye not then believe him?  (26)  But if we shall say, Of men; we fear the people; for all hold John as a prophet.  (27)  And they answered Jesus, and said, We cannot tell. And he said unto them, Neither tell I you by what authority I do these things.  (28)  But what think ye? A certain man had two sons; and he came to the first, and said, Son, go work to day in my vineyard.  (29)  He answered and said, I will not: but afterward he repented, and went.  (30)  And he came to the second, and said likewise. And he answered and said, I go, sir: and went not.  (31)  Whether of them twain did the will of his father? They say unto him, The first. Jesus said unto them, Verily I say unto you, That the publicans and the harlots go into the kingdom of God before you.  (32)  For John came unto you in the way of righteousness, and ye believed him not: but the publicans and the harlots believed him: and ye, when you had seen it, repented not afterward, that you might believe him.

Questions:

In the scripture above, the chief priests and elders recognized truth but could not see themselves in that truth. Am I willing to look at myself through the eyes of Christ? Am I honest about who I am?

1.) Which one of these sons am I?

2.) What things in life does God see differently than me? ("everything" is not an acceptable answer.)

3.) Am I doing God's will?

4.) How do I know when I am straying from God's will?

5.) How do I know what God's will is for me and my family?

6.) How did Jesus know what His father's will was?

Things that take up our time: church, bible studies, work, family time, sports, vacation, extended family, add anything on your personal lists. Prioritizing these in order of importance is one thing but how are we at dealing with them practically?

7.) What from this list will I sacrifice for my family? How do I know when to sacrifice and when not?

8.) How do I know when God wants me to sacrifice one thing on the list for another? (temporary vs. permanent)

9.) How do I know when I am putting family above God or work above family?

10.) What are the results when I am obedient to God with my time? When I am disobedient?
