So, What’d You Get for Christmas?

1. What was your most unexpected gift?  What surprised you the most and from whom did you receive it?  Why was it so unexpected?

2. What gift did you give that was the most unexpected?  To whom did you give that gift?  Why was it so unexpected?

3. What was the toughest moment or gift?  This could be a gift you gave to someone with whom you were not all that pleased, or the gift that was given under a tough circumstance, or it could be simply a moment that was tough, emotionally or spiritually, to navigate through.

4. What emotion, thought or experience caught YOU most by surprise?  Why?





5. What special “gift” did you receive from God over this holiday?  (NOTE: This is not the “easy” question with the answer being “Jesus”.  This is the deeper question, specifically about THIS holiday and how you were blessed by God SPECIFICALLY over the past couple of days)
