Sharing your Faith Etiquette

We have had discussions on how to share our faith and witnessing before. For Friday morning, I would like to see if we can focus that topic in a little to see if we can learn how to talk to some groups who we have contact with. (Note: the purpose of this discussion is not to say that we have a corner on sound doctrine or that we are better than other denominations.)

A couple of Scriptures to consider

1Peter 3:15; “But sanctify the Lord God in your hearts: and be ready always to give an answer to every man that asks you a reason of the hope that is in you with meekness and fear.”

Revelation 17:5; “And upon her forehead was a name written, MYSTERY BABYLON THE GREAT, THE MOTHER OF HARLOTS AND ABOMINATIONS OF THE EARTH.” 18:4; “…Come out of her, my people, that you be not partakers of her sins, and that you receive not of her plagues.” (Read chapters 17 & 18 for context)

One group that I would like to focus on for this discussion is Roman Catholics. I have many friends, co-workers and extended family that are Catholic. Many Catholics also attend GCC. (Again: the purpose is not to bash Catholics)

1) Who could the “harlot church” of Revelation chapters 17 & 18 be? In what ways do Protestants resemble this faulty system? In what ways do Catholics? How do we combat this system?

2) How do you determine whether to broach subjects like “Mary worship” and “praying to saints”?  If you decide to discuss these things, how and when should you?


3) How can you share your faith with a Catholic person that you believe does not know Jesus Christ as savior?

4) What questions should you ask yourself when you are deciding to talk to someone about their relationship with Jesus Christ? 

Another group is fellow church-goers, if we get to it. Just because a person goes to church does not mean that they are “saved”.  

5) How do you determine whether to broach the subject of the salvation of a family member or someone you go to church with?  If you decide to, how and when should you discuss it?

6) Share with the group any examples of friends, family, co-workers, or church members who God has put on your heart.
