Scriptures:

Psalm 34:18 – “The Lord is nigh unto them that are of a broken heart: and saves such as be of a contrite spirit.”

Psalm 51:17 – “The sacrifices of God are a broken spirit: a broken and a contrite heart, O God, you will not despise.” (part of David’s prayer to God after being called out for his sin with Bathsheba)

Psalm 147:3 – “He heals the broken in heart, and binds up their wounds.”
