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Tis so Sweet to Trust in Jesus

Proverbs 3:5,6 – “Trust in the Lord with all your heart and lean not unto your own understanding. In all your ways acknowledge Him and He will direct your paths.”

Trust – Hebrew = To run to for refuge. To be confident in, sure, bold, without fear. A verb expressing the feeling of safety and security that is felt when one can rely on someone or something else.

Trust – Hebrew = To wait, by implication to be patient, to hope, or to wait with hope.

Isaiah 40:31 – “But they that wait upon the Lord shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings as eagles; they shall run, and not be weary; and they shall walk, and not faint.”

Wait – Hebrew = to look for, hope for, to expect patiently. The word is used to signify depending upon and ordering activities around a future event.
