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“Come, Follow Me”

(Study ideas came from Dr. Joseph Stowell Sr.)

Matthew 4:18-22 (The Message)

Walking along the beach of Lake Galilee, Jesus saw two brothers: Simon (later called Peter) and Andrew.  They were fishing, throwing their nets into the lake.  It was their regular work.  Jesus said to them, “Come with me.  I’ll make a new kind of fisherman out of you.  I’ll show you how to catch men and women instead of perch and bass.”  They didn’t ask questions, but simply dropped their nets and followed.

A short distance down the beach they came upon another pair of brothers, James and John, Zebedee’s sons.  These two were sitting in a boat with their father, Zebedee, mending their fishnets.  Jesus made the same offer to them, and they were just as quick to follow, abandoning boat and father.

1) “Come, Follow Me” – This is what he is calling us to do.  Have you responded?  What has this looked like in your life?

2) Jesus wants to make us “fishers of men”.   How are you doing becoming a new fisherman?  Explain.

3) We see that Simon (Peter) and Andrew, James and John dropped their nets to follow Jesus.  Before we can follow, we must first drop our nets.  Have you identified your nets?  Have you dropped your nets?  Explain!

· - - “The Nets” – anything in my life that inhibits or prohibits me from becoming a fully devoted follower of Christ!

· Followers are “net-less” believers.

4) God’s word (scripture) is not just for inspiration, good moral guidance or information.  It is for Transformation!!!  How has God’s word transformed you?  How has this impacted your life?

5) Matthew 28:18-20 - - - Jesus commands us to “Go and Make Disciples”.  How does this relate to what Simon (Peter), Andrew, James and John experienced in Matthew 4?  How does this relate to you?
