Proverbs

At the church I attend, we have started a series titled “Fortune Cookies”, where we are looking at the Book of Proverbs.  Our challenge is to read a chapter of Proverbs each day throughout the month of May (31 verses for 31 days).  So, to help me with my challenge, I’m asking that we look at selected Proverbs that caught my attention. 

The first 9 chapters are a preamble of sorts, as Solomon prepares his son for what is to follow.

1. Proverbs 4:20-27 reads: My son, pay attention to what I say; listen closely to my words.  Do not let them out of your sight, keep them within your heart; for they are life to those who find them and health to a man's whole body.  Above all else, guard your heart, for it is the wellspring of life.  Put away perversity from your mouth; keep corrupt talk far from your lips. Let your eyes look straight ahead, fix your gaze directly before you. Make level paths for your feet and take only ways that are firm.  Do not swerve to the right or the left; keep your foot from evil. (NIV)

What does this passage say to you?





2. Proverbs 6:16-19 reads: There are six things which the LORD hates, yes, seven which are an abomination to Him: Haughty [prideful] eyes, a lying tongue, and hands that shed innocent blood, a heart that devises wicked plans, feet that run rapidly to evil, a false witness {who} utters lies, and one who spreads strife among brothers. (NAS)

Discuss these seven “abominations”.





3. Discuss the following Proverbs:

Proverbs 10:19: When words are many, sin is not absent, but he who holds his tongue is wise. (NIV)



Proverbs 11:2: When pride comes, then comes disgrace, but with humility comes wisdom. (NIV)



Proverbs 11:15 He who puts up security for another will surely suffer, but whoever refuses to strike hands in pledge is safe. (NIV)
