4) What life change did Joseph experience as a teenager?

6) How did Josephs’ first job outside the family business end?

7) What was Joseph’s second job?  Who were his co-workers and what happened to them?

8) A former co-worker remembered Joseph and helped him secure his third job.  What was this “dream job”?

Discussion Questions:

1) How did Joseph handle all of the changes that life threw at him?

2) What life changes are you going through right now?  Are you in seven years of prosperity or seven years of famine?  How are you dealing with life’s changes?  What can we learn from Joseph? 

3) What is the greatest change you have witnessed in your lifetime?
