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Last week at the church (GCC) I attend we discussed the scripture in Matthew 14:22-33.  This is when Peter experienced “Walking on Water”.  Please read Matthew 14:22-33 and answer the following questions.  These questions come from the book “If You Want To Walk On Water, You’ve Got To Get Out Of The Boat” by John Ortberg.

1) Peter was willing to take a risk and get out of the boat while the other disciples stayed in the boat not wanting to take the RISK!  What is your “Boat”?  What is keeping you from trusting God?  

2) Are you becoming a Boat Potato?  Are you willing to stay in the boat because of safety or fear of failure?  Give an example of when you left the boat and experienced God at work in and through you – “Walking on Water”.

3) What are you doing today that you could not do apart form the power of God?

4) How big is your God?

5) When in your life did you most find your understanding of God getting bigger?  What prompted this?

6) How big are your Goals and Dreams for your life?  If you can accomplish these goals and dreams without the help from Jesus then you need to get bigger Goals and Dreams.  Give an example of a “Walking on Water” Goal or Dream!

7) In John 21:7-9  After Jesus was crucified he appears to his Disciples while they were fishing.  As soon as Peter realizes it is Jesus he jumps into the water and swims to shore.  What a great example of a changed life in Peter.  He goes from a person of little faith to a man of great faith.  Where would you say you are? Are you In the Boat, Walking on Water or Swimming To Shore?  Explain?
