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Be There

Scripture verse:

Exo 24:12 "And the LORD said unto Moses, Come up to me into the mount, and be there: and I will give you tables of stone, and a law, and commandments which I have written; that you may teach them."
Questions:

1.  In this verse God tells Moses to be there when he comes up to the mountain to meet with Him. What do you guys think of that?

2.  Why do you think God tells Moses to be there?  He could have left it at ‘come up to the mount.’  Obviously if Moses follows that command he will, physically, already be there.  What do you think God is getting at?

3.  What is the opposite of being there?

4.  Do you remember reading Scripture, & not even remembering what you've read? Do you remember times when you've read & were really there? Contrast how those times feel. E.g. in your thoughts moods… etc.
5.  Apply the same thought process to family relationships & friendships.
