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The bible praises patience as a fruit of the spirit (Galations 5:22-23) which should be produced for all men (1 Thessalonians 5:14). Patience reveals our faith in God’s timing, omnipotence, and love.

1. Do you feel you are a patient person? How do you deal with the lazy or the weak? Do you encourage? Or do you try to inspire by yelling? Is either way right or wrong?

2. One way of looking at patience is that whatever the situation, that there is no quick fix. What situation in your life is currently demanding that you wait? How is this waiting teaching you patience?

3. What would you like to ask from God about your patience or your impatience? How are you waiting for God? How is God waiting for you?

4. (Titus 2:2)What wisdom would you pass along to a younger person about living with patience?

5. (Romans 12:12-13) How available are you to others? How are you available to God? How might waiting help you to be more available to others?

Scripture dealing with Patience

Romans 12:12-13
Rejoice in our confident hope. Be patient in trouble, and keep on praying. When God’s people are in need, be ready to help them. Always be eager to practice hospitality.

Galatians 5:22-23   But the Holy Spirit produces this kind of fruit in our lives: love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control. There is no law against these things!

1 Thessalonians 5:14   Brothers and sisters, we urge you to warn those who are lazy. Encourage those who are timid. Take tender care of those who are weak. Be patient with everyone.

Titus 2:2   Teach the older men to exercise self-control, to be worthy of respect, and to live wisely. The must have sound faith and be filled with love and patience.

Proverbs 19:11  A man’s wisdom gives him patience; it is to his glory to overlook an offense

Proverbs 25:15  Through patience, a ruler can be persuaded, and a gentle tongue can break a bone.
