Read: Isaiah 7:14-16;9:6-7;Matt. 1:18-2:19;Luke 1:5-2:52

2. Who do you most identify with in the story and why?





3. Was Jesus born rich, middle class, or poor? Is that important?





4. With economy as it is, how do you go about keeping the focus on Jesus with your family during the holidays?





5. What traditions do you keep during this time?





6. Do you say Merry Christmas or Happy Holidays? Why?

Bonus: Since the prophecies were accurate about Jesus’ birth how should we look at the prophecies about His second coming? (You knew I had to stick one of these in there!)

Isaiah 7:14-16 “So, the Lord Himself shall give you a sign. Behold, the virgin will conceive and shall bring forth a son, and they shall call His name Immanuel. Butter and honey he shall eat until he knows to refuse the evil and choose the good. For before the child shall know to refuse the evil and choose the good, the land that you loathe shall be forsaken before both its kings.”

Isaiah 9:6-7 “For to us a Child is born, to us a Son is given; and the government shall be on His shoulder; and His name shall be called Wonderful, Counselor, The mighty God, The everlasting Father, The Prince of Peace. There is no end of the increase of His government and peace on the throne of David, and on His kingdom, to order it and to establish it with judgment and with justice from now on, even forever. The zeal of the LORD of hosts will do this.”
