Are you as nice on the phone to your wife as you are your business associates, do you go out of the way to open doors for her, do you neglect to say “hello” or “good morning”? What issues would your spouse list?

2. If you’re now married, how do your actions toward your spouse differ from those when you were dating her?

3. We may not even give a second thought anymore to some of our “less than courteous” ways, and truth is, your spouse may not even bring attention to it (anymore).  Does that me that she doesn’t at all mind our crude, manly ways or has she become apathetic toward them?  What can you do differently?

4. Alright already, do these crazy, little things really matter?  Read Ephesians 5:25 and 5:33.  Is common courtesy (respect) one more way that you could be loving your wife better?  

5. What if your wife is not showing you respect?  Why do you think this might be occurring in your relationship and what steps can you take as the family leader to improve it?

6. If she is showing you respect is she doing it out of duty or are you taking the steps to continually earn it?
