ROMANS 14

Please read Romans chapter 14 and answer the following discussion questions.  Paul reveals some of the answers to the question “What do I do when the Bible is not clear on specific “issues” and “matters”?

1. Romans 14:1 “Accept him whose faith is weak, without passing judgment on disputable matters.”  What do you think Paul is trying to say when he refers to those “whose faith is weak”?

2. What determines whether a matter is disputable?  List some of the “Disputable Matters” that we deal with today?

3. Romans 14:5 “…Each one should be fully convinced in his own mind.”  With regards to disputable matters, Paul says that we need to be fully convinced in our own minds.  Why do you think Paul is saying this?  What do we do when others disagree with us or we disagree with them?

4. Romans 14:13 “Therefore let us stop passing judgment on one another.  Instead, make up your mind not to put any stumbling block or obstacle in your brother's way.”  If you are convinced in your own mind about an issue or matter, do you still have the responsibility to worry how this may affect someone else?  

5. Is it sinful if we act contrary to our conscience, even if that action is not contrary to someone else’s conscience?  How does this relate to faith?

6. Romans 14:12 “12So then, each of us will give an account of himself to God.”  Describe what you think this “giving an account” may look like?
