4. Mark Beeson at GCC talked in this past weekend’s service how everything we say in today’s world is “instant, global, and permanent”.  How does this help and/or hinder the cause of Christ for the next generation?

5. What models in the Bible do you find that demonstrate how ministry is passed on to the next generation?

6. What kinds of activities should we participate in with the next generation to ensure that they are well-equipped for bringing Jesus to the world?

7. New ministries are already happening with the next generation and new ones will sprout up as young people will follow God’s leading.  If God is doing new things already with this generation, do we have a role to play in those ministries?  If so, what role is that?

8. How does our ministry role to the next generation change the older we get and the older the next generation gets?

9. Has God already called you to a ministry with the next generation?  If so, describe it.
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
