Matthew 6:9-13 (NAS)

OK, I admit it, I have been drawing a complete blank on a topic for this week.  That is, until I was reflecting on the circumstances of our daughter’s house and the people who were living there and behind on their payments.  While they did finally move out, there are a number of issues still in play, one of which is all the back payments they still owe and some repairs necessary for the house.  The concept of “forgiveness” continues to scroll on the marquis (as Jim Miller would say) playing in my mind.  So, I thought we’d look at the Lord’s Prayer as “forgiveness” is a key theme, both within the prayer and in the scripture immediately following it.

For each segment of the scripture, let’s discuss what that particular scripture means to you.

1. "Pray, then, in this way: `Our Father who art in heaven, Hallowed be Thy name.




2. `Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done, On earth as it is in heaven.




3. `Give us this day our daily bread.




4. `And forgive us our debts, as we also have forgiven our debtors.
(This, to me, is the SCARIEST verse in the entire Bible!!)




5. `And do not lead us into temptation, but deliver us from evil. 




6. [For Thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, forever. Amen.]'
