        Noah and the End Times

Read Gen. 6:1-13; Matt.24: 37-39;Luke17: 26-37

4. Explain what Jesus meant by the days of Noah or ask a question about that passage.

Gen. 6:11 ¶  The earth also was corrupt before God, and the earth was filled with violence.

12  And God looked upon the earth. And, behold, it was corrupted! For all flesh had corrupted its way upon the earth.

13 ¶  And God said to Noah, The end of all flesh has come before Me, for the earth is filled with violence through them. And, behold, I will destroy them with the earth.

14  Make an ark of cyprus timbers. You shall make rooms in the ark. And you shall pitch it inside and outside with pitch.

15  And this is the way you shall make it. The length of the ark shall be three hundred cubits, the breadth of it shall be fifty cubits and its height thirty cubits.

16  You shall make a window in the ark, and you shall finish it above to a cubit. And you shall set the door of the ark in the side of it. You shall make it with lower, second and third stories.

17  And behold! I, even I, am bringing a flood of waters upon the earth in order to destroy all flesh (in which is the breath of life) from under the heavens. Everything which is in the earth shall die.

18  But I will establish My covenant with you. And you shall come into the ark, you and your sons and your wife and your sons’ wives with you.

19  And you shall bring into the ark two of every kind, of every living thing of all flesh, to keep them alive with you. They shall be male and female.

20  Two of every kind shall come to you to keep them alive; of fowls after their kind, and of cattle after their kind, of every creeping thing of the earth after its kind.

21  And take for yourself all food that is eaten, and you shall gather for yourself. And it shall be for food, for you and for them.

22 ¶  Noah did so, according to all that God commanded him, so he did.

Matt. 24:37  But as the days of Noah were, so shall be the coming of the Son of man.

38  For as in the days before the flood, they were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, until the day Noah entered into the ark.

39And they did not know until the flood came and took them all away. So also will be the coming of the Son of man.

Luke 17:26  And as it was in the days of Noah, so it also shall be in the days of the Son of man.

27  They ate, they drank, they married wives, they were given in marriage, until the day that Noah entered into the ark; and the flood came and destroyed them all.

28  So also as it was in the days of Lot: they ate, they drank, they bought, they sold, they planted, they built;

29  but the day Lot went out of Sodom, it rained fire and brimstone from the heaven and destroyed them all.

30  Even so it shall be in the day when the Son of man is revealed.

31  In that day he who shall be on the housetop, and his goods in the house, let him not come down to take them away. And likewise, he who is in the field, let him not return to the things behind.

32  Remember Lot’s wife.

33  Whoever shall seek to save his life shall lose it, and whoever shall lose his life shall preserve it.

34  I tell you, in that night there shall be two in one bed, the one shall be taken, and the other shall be left.

35  Two shall be grinding together, one will be taken, and the other left.

36  Two shall be in the field, one will be taken, and the other left.

37  And they answered and said to Him, Where, Lord? And He said to them, Wherever the body is, there the eagles will be gathered together.
