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Scripture:

Psalms 10:7.  His mouth is full of curses and deceptive, harmful words; his tongue injures and destroys.

Proverbs 12:18.  Speaking recklessly is like the thrusts of a sword, but the words of the wise bring healing.

Psalms 19:14.  May my words and my thoughts be acceptable in your sight, O LORD, my sheltering rock and my redeemer.

Discussion:

1. Give examples from Scripture that illustrate people in the Bible acting in accordance with these scriptures.  What was the situation?  What was the result?

2. What about Jesus' words?  Were there examples of Him that align with Proverbs 12:18?  Psalms 19:14?

3. Think back over the past week about things that were said to you.

a. Did any fit Psalm 10:7?

b. How did it make you feel?

c. How did you respond?  Was your response more like Proverbs 12:18?  Or more like Psalms 19:14?

4. Think back over the past week about things that YOU said. 
a. Did any fit Psalm 10:7?  Psalms 19:14?

b. What was the reaction of the person to whom you directed your words?

c. How did they respond?  Was their response more like Proverbs 12:18?  Or more like Psalms 19:14?

5. What have you learned from this discussion?
