Please read I Cor. 3:11-15;II Cor. 5:10;Romans14:10-12;Luke12:2

1. If today is your judgment day and you are standing before Jesus, what do you have to say for yourself?

2. How would you define the gold, silver, and precious stones? The wood, hay, and stubble?

3. What do you think the “fire” is? What kind of suffering is it?

4. An accounting will be given by us to God. Does that mean I have to tell Jesus all my dirty secrets? Explain.

5. Luke 12:3 “Therefore whatever you have spoken in darkness shall be heard in the light. And that which you have spoken in the ear in secret rooms shall be proclaimed on the housetops.” What does this mean? Everyone will know what I have done? Explain.

6. I thought I was forgiven of my sins. Why does this have to happen?

7. Is there anyway I can avoid this kind of embarrassment?

Bonus Question: When will this all take place?

I Cor. 3:11  For any other foundation can no one lay than that which is laid, which is Jesus Christ.

12  And if anyone builds on this foundation gold, silver, precious stones, wood, hay, stubble,

13  each one’s work shall be revealed. For the Day shall declare it, because it shall be revealed by fire; and the fire shall try each one’s work as to what kind it is.

14  If anyone’s work which he built remains, he shall receive a reward.

15  If anyone’s work shall be burned up, he shall suffer loss. But he shall be saved, yet so as by fire.

II Cor. 5:10  For we must all appear before the judgment seat of Christ, so that each one may receive the things done in his body, according to that which he has done, whether good or bad.

Romans 14:10  But why do you judge your brother? Or also why do you despise your brother? For all shall stand before the judgment seat of Christ.

11 For it is written, "As I live, says the Lord, every knee shall bow to Me, and every tongue shall confess to God."

12 So then each one of us will give account concerning himself to God.

Lu 12:2  For there is nothing covered that shall not be revealed, nor anything hidden that shall not be known.
