a) What made this group so special to you?

b) What are some memorable positive experiences you’ve had in a Christian small group?

c) What are some things you may have seen cause trouble within a Christian small group?

4) I’ve heard the phrase “voluntary accountability” used to describe one of the benefits of being in a small group.  What does this phrase mean to you?

5) What can make Christian fellowship difficult to develop? 

6) What are some signs of genuine Christian fellowship and how is this different from other forms of fellowship?

7) The verse that our group was formed around is Proverbs 27:17, “As iron sharpens iron, so one man sharpens another”.

a) What does this verse really mean to you?

b) Going a little deeper than that, if we were to develop a mission statement for this group, what would that look like?  What kinds of things should we striving for?

c) What should be the goal of our group?  (Rom. 15:14-16, Gal. 6:2, Eph. 4:25, Col. 3:16)

8) Have you ever felt God calling you to take Christian fellowship more seriously?  I’m assuming the answer for most of us is yes, what were the circumstances and how did you respond?  How did God respond?

9) What can be accomplished in male-only or female-only groups that cannot be accomplished in mixed groups?

a) Do you think there is any significance to the fact that all 12 of Jesus’ disciples were men?

Bonus question:  Do you think it’s important for people to have the same spiritual needs and life interests for a small group to work?
