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“A Morning in the One Year Bible”
Isaiah 12:1- 14:32, 2 Corinthians 13:1-14, Psalm 57: 1-11, Proverbs 23:9-11

This is the first year I’ve read the One Year Bible.  Our church has recommended this many times, so this year I took the challenge.  I’ve read the Bible many times.  Usually it takes me 2 and ½ years.  This track takes you through the OT, NT, Psalms (twice) and Proverbs in one year, while each day having sections in each.  
I know myself.  I needed to start early (December 26) and get ahead (doubled up in August.)  I’m on track!  It really has been great.  On average, the reading time is 11-14 minutes.  It’s simply a habit.  I don’t study it, I don’t research it.  I do hi-lite, make my own comments in the margins, and make notes about the day.  

What I’ve found is how remarkable the different sections can fit together and support each other. I’ve seen consistent themes throughout.  There have been some amazing mornings in Bible.

So today, I’ve given the Bible verses.  Let’s look for the theme of each section.  Then let’s look for connectivity between them.  Let’s devotionally look at some great moments and promises. Let’s kick around what it means.  
I will recommend we keep pulling back, get big ideas and avoid deep mining.  Enjoy the synthesis of God’s Word.  

I have to admit when deciding on this as our study for today; I had no intention of such a section in Isaiah!  Only the Holy Spirit can help us in those “high weeds”!

Read it if you want.  Read it repeatedly if you must.  Or just wait until Friday!  Hope to see you there.
