Priority

2 Chronicle 18:4 “First seek the counsel of the Lord”.

Nehemiah 1:4 When I heard these things, I sat down and wept. For some days I fasted and prayed before the God of Heaven

Matthew 6:33 But seek first his kingdom and his righteousness and all these things will be given to you as well.

In the first passage, Jehoshaphat king of Judah has wisely insisted that Ahab king of Israel seek God’s input before waging war. In the second Nehemiah has just learned the terrible plight of the Jews in Jerusalem.

1. Have you experienced something in life that drove you back into prayer or study?

2. How big did it have to be to get you there?

3. How long did it hold you to seeking God first?

Now let’s look at the last passage. Jesus has told the crowd that they are consumed with worry about things God will provide; food, drink and clothing. Seek Him first and trust Him.

1. Do you ever start to pray and just seconds later realize you are rehearsing the first meeting of the morning in your head?

2. Can you look back at the moments that seemed huge yet now you can see God was always there?

3. What keeps you awake at night? Do you share it with God?
