There are “churchy” words that lose their meaning if overused and/or not fully understood.  One of those words is “fellowship”.   In the church, we have fellowship halls, fellowship groups, or just “have fellowship”.  But this word that is translated as “fellowship” in the Bible is more than just being together and I want to explore the full meaning of it, the word “koinonia”.
