Character as defined by Merriam Webster:   the way someone thinks, feels, and behaves :  someone's personality
Integrity as defined by Merriam Webster:   firm adherence to a code of especially moral or artistic values :  incorruptibility
Proverbs 16:11-13 The lord demands accurate scales and balances; he sets the standards for fairness. A king detests wrong doing, for his rule is built on justice. The king is pleased with words from righteous lips; he loves those who speak honestly.

Proverbs 2:7-8  he grants a treasure of common sense to the honest. He is a shield to those who walk with integrity. He guards the paths of the just and protects those who are faithful to him.

Proverbs 28:6 Better to be poor and honest than to be dishonest and rich.

1 Corinthians 15:33 Don’t be fooled by those who say such things, for “bad company corrupts good character.”
