4. Let’s look at Romans 12:7-8. Paul talks about the “gift” of encouragement. Is using this bible verse a copout for someone that is just plain grumpy? How does that verse relate to Romans 8:29?

Homework assignment:
This weekend, I want us to take steps towards being better encouragers. 

Here are two tips to help:

1. Think Positively – look for things to encourage. Life is full of problems and we need to deal with them. But if we aren’t careful, all we see are the problems. Instead of catching people being bad, catch them being good…and ENCOURAGE THEM!

2. Speak Positively – Choose positive words instead of critical comments. Don’t start complaining as soon as you see your spouse, kids, employees, or friends. Avoid subtle criticisms. Share something positive.
