                  Sanctification and Forgiveness


Sanctification: Start by reading John 15:1:3

Definitions from Strong's:

Clean: G2513 καθαρός katharos kath-ar-os' Of uncertain affinity; clean (literally or figuratively): - clean, clear, pure.

Sanctified OT: H6942 קדשׁ qâdash kaw-dash' A primitive root; to be (causatively make, pronounce or observe as) clean (ceremonially or morally): - appoint, bid, consecrate, dedicate, defile, hallow, (be, keep) holy (-er, place), keep, prepare, proclaim, purify, sanctify (-ied one, self), X wholly.

Genesis 2:3, Exodus 19:22
Sanctified New Testament: G37 ἁγιάζω hagiazō hag-ee-ad'-zo From G40; to make holy, that is, (ceremonially) purify or consecrate; (mentally) to venerate: - hallow, be holy, sanctify.

Past: an initial moral and spiritual change when we repent and become Christ's as in, Romans 6:11-14 Romans 6:17-19  
Present: involves a lifetime of continual renewal of the mind and spirit, it is the process of sanctification as in, Romans 8:29-30, Romans 12:1-2, 2 Corinthians 3:17-18, Colossians 3:2-10
Future: The point where we are made perfect upon entry to Heaven, because nothing unclean or imperfect can enter the presence of GOD. Revelation 21:27, Philippians 3:20-21, 1 Corinthians 15:42-54
