A couple weeks ago, we heard about the story of the leader of Seal Team 6 who said that he experiences no stress on mission.  My observation of that comment was that the lack of stress comes from two specific items: 1) Relentless preparation and 2) Absolute and supreme confidence in the plan.  Surely, others looking at the preparation and the plan may or may not accept the truths upon which the plan is built and the preparations made.  Certainly the enemy does not.  However, it is the team’s steadfastness in holding to the plan they’ve prepared for that brings them success.  Their opponent does not follow the Seal Team’s plan, but the Seal Team expects that and it doesn’t distract them from their plan.  That plan, and the preparation based upon it, becomes the Seal Team’s “Truth”.

We are living in a time (as have many other pillars of our faith) where not everyone buys into our “truth”.  But how do we respond?  Do we become part of the problem, or part of God’s plan?
