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The Antidote for the Lies we Believe


John 10:7 - "I AM the Door".

John 10:7-10 KJV  Then said Jesus unto them again, Verily, verily, I say unto you, I am the door of the sheep.  (8)  All that ever came before me are thieves and robbers: but the sheep did not hear them.  (9)  I am the door: by me if any man enter in, he shall be saved, and shall go in and out, and find pasture.  (10)  The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy: I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly.

I heard a sermon recently talking about Jesus in terms of the significance of one of the "I AM" statements in the book of John. The pastor put forth the statement, "…the result of belief in Jesus is abundant life now and forever", and posited the question "Who's voice do you know and follow?" The pastor spoke of Jesus being the answer to the lies we believe and the answer to the direction of the culture.

I would like to take this idea and talk a little about this juxtaposition of truth and lies so that we can be secure in our faith and be able to share that security with others.

One of these believed lies is the lie of a humanistic, socialist utopia. D.A. Carson states in his commentary on John; 

While the thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy, Jesus comes that they may have life, and have it to the full. The world still seeks its humanistic political saviours - its Hitlers, its Stalins, its Maos, its Pol Pots - and only too late does it learn that they blatantly confiscate personal property (they come only to steal), ruthlessly trample human life under foot (they come only… to kill), and contemptuously savage all that is valuable (they come only… to destroy). Jesus is right. It is not the Christian doctrine of heaven that is the myth, but the humanist dream of utopia.
