4. Luke 11:1-13

a. How would you explain what Jesus means in verses 9-10?

b. V. 11-  Have you ever prayed for a “fish” and felt like you got a “snake” instead?  What did you learn from this?

5. As a group, we compile a list of prayer requests after our meeting every Friday morning.   We also invite each other to request prayer for situations as they arise during the week.  What do you do with these requests?  What is the purpose for our group doing this?  
6. Matthew 6:8 God is omniscient.  Why should we pray when God already knows our needs better than we do? 
7. Matthew 19:26, Job 42:2 God is omnipotent.  Will our prayers somehow help enable Him to do something he otherwise couldn’t or wouldn’t?
8. Proverbs 15:3 God is omnipresent.  Why do we need to ask Him to be with someone in their time of need?

9. Let’s just say everyone in the world stopped praying cold turkey.  How different would the world be without any prayer whatsoever?
