What shall we say, then?
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Some of us struggle to hold back a harsh and judgmental attitude toward the world around us, sometime even toward those we love the most. Terrorism, drug abuse, sexual preferences, the election…everyone’s got an opinion, but what should we SAY? A while back we discussed Romans 12:9 and how we are supposed to “Hate what is evil; cling to what is good”.
But how do we speak truth, in love, and still have friends?

1. Proverbs 14:17 tells us what doesn’t work…Proverbs 19:11, 29:11 and James 3:13-18 tells us what does. How does this help us understand the right way to share our opinions about tough topics? How often do you listen to what others have to say and change your opinion?
2. How does our pride play a part in how we feel and what we say? Discuss James 4:6 and Proverbs 16:18.
3. My mom always said “It’s not what you say, it’s how you say it”? Is there truth in that statement? Doesn’t WHAT you say matter? Who care’s HOW I say it? Thoughts?
4. One of the most common verses on this subject is James 1:19-20. How do we put this in practice? Share a time where following these instructions helped you.
