This morning, we have special guest Kristen Dhaemers graciously visiting us to give us a firsthand account of the operations of Destiny Rescue and her experiences in working with girls after they have been rescued from the sex slavery industry in Thailand. We’ll first let Kristen talk about what she has seen God do through the ministry and anything else she feels will be helpful for us to know.  Then we’ll turn to a discussion format where we can ask questions and probe into topics that come out of that discussion in typical discussion group format. 1. What happened to you to get you to leave the US to be involved with Destiny Rescue?

2. You had initially said that you would stay a year and then see what happened from there.  It’s been longer than a year.  What has made you stay?

3. What are the most significant changes you see in the girls you rescue?

4. I saw that a couple years ago, there have been 1000 rescues.  How many are there now?

5. I read about the Philippines raid that rescued 17 girls and arrested 4 pimps.  How often do raids happen vs. buying girls individually to rescue? Are raids a better long term strategy and if so, what are the challenges around doing more?

6. If the police often turn a blind eye to what is happening because of the tourism revenue flowing into the country, how does Destiny Rescue’s collaboration with the local police work?

7. What do you do with the girls after they are rescued?

8. I saw that jewelry sales provide one source of income for the girls. Last month, a crepe cart business was very successful.  What have been the most successful business ventures?  What are the biggest hurdles in getting new businesses for the girls going?
9. When they leave the program, what do they do and where do they go?  How do you decide when they are ready?
10. What have some of the things that have surprised you about this ministry that you discovered after being there that you didn’t anticipate?
11. What are some factors that have caused girls to be dismissed from the program or leave voluntarily?

12. You had a serious motorbike accident where you had a long period of recovery.  Tell us about what that was like.  Was it difficult to accept help when you felt like you were there to help others?

13. What has been the most rewarding thing about the past few years of serving with Destiny Rescue?

14. What do you pray for?
15. What can we do that would be the most help to you and Destiny Rescue?
