              Comfort and Edify One Another

We have talked about some of the "one-another commands" in Scripture. These commands are essential for any group that wants to operate under the direction of Biblical principles. This coming Friday I would like to go deeper into some more of these commands as a way to put some of our beliefs into practice.
We will do a fun little edification exercise and then look at some Scripture and pray together.
1 Thessalonians 5:11 MKJV  Therefore comfort one another, and edify one another, even as you also do.

Edify: οἰκοδομέω oikodomeō oy-kod-om-eh'-o From the same as G3619; to be a house builder, that is, construct or (figuratively) confirm: - (be in) build (-er, -ing, up), edify, embolden.
1. From the context of this verse and Greek definition, what does the term "edify" mean?
2. What is the difference between how the world builds up/edifies and how Christians should edify?
Parallel Scriptures concerning edification: Romans 14:19, 1 Cor. 10:23
3. From the other Scriptures and any other cross-references, how does edification help the body of Christ to "be the Church"?
4. How can we "edify" one another well in our Friday morning group?

Comfort: παρακαλέω parakaleō par-ak-al-eh'-o From G3844 and G2564; to call near, that is, invite, invoke (by imploration, hortation or consolation): - beseech, call for, (be of good) comfort, desire, (give) exhort (-ation), intreat, pray.

6. What is the difference between how the world comforts and how Christians should comfort?
