Hope (Friday morning 02/09/2018)
(and a mandatory assignment)
Your assignment is simple. 

1. Read the following Scripture passages that define and direct our hope as believers.

2. Think and pray about someone whom you are currently mentoring. (For parents, this is an easy target, could also be a spouse, or someone you are drawn to talk about Spiritual things.

3. Explain these passages to them and share why these passages are true in your life or how you see God working. Explain how you know these passages to be true. Be honest with them; explain where you struggle and how you have been helped to overcome those struggles. Explain the context of the passage to them. Share related passages or stories that have helped you to identify with the truth in these passages. (Note: you can focus on one passage and go deep, or you can survey all, whatever seems best to you.)
4. Report back to the group Friday morning how these conversations went. (It will be a short meeting if nobody does the assignment.)
