4. Read Matthew 23:37-39, 1 Timothy 2:1-4 and 2 Peter 3:8-10.  If we have ‘free will’ and God desires us to be saved, how can God predetermine some to be evil and some to be good?





5. Discuss your thoughts on ‘free will’.
