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GOD’S GREATNESS

 THE UNSEARCHABLENESS OF HIS JUDGEMENTS AND HIS WAYS THAT ARE PAST FINDING OUT (Romans 11:33)
There is much concerning our God that is kept secret from the wicked, the unrighteous and the natural mind of man. This includes Christians who seek to understand the wisdom of God by thinking in the wisdom of man. However the high judgments and ways of our Lord are revealed by His Holy Spirit unto those who fear (reverence) Him (Psalm 25:12-14), to the righteous (Proverbs 3:32), and to those who love Him (1 Cor.2:9-12). The knowledge of God is found in His Word, the Holy Scriptures. These Scriptures can be read and heard by anyone, i.e. by those who hate Christ and those who love Him, but they are mysteries until the Lord reveals the truth in them. Until that time these treasures of the wisdom and knowledge of God and of Christ are hidden. 
There is something called the Sovereignty of God. Our God is from everlasting to everlasting and eternal. The one and only Ture God is independent from the influence of anything or anyone. He works all things after the counsel of His own will (Ephesians 1:11). He is The Supreme in Authority, Might and Power. He is The Only wise God (Jude 25). All things are of/from Him through Him and to Him (Rom.11:36)
There are Scriptures concerning the Lord’s greatness including his power that is displayed in the lives of man. These Scriptures are listed below and will be presented to talk about during our Friday meeting. There is the knowledge and admission of the power of God which includes these 4 Scriptures seen in  the book of Job chapters 1 and chapter 2.
There are questions to be asked or to ask yourself concerning this power of God found in these Scriptures, they are:
· Are they true, even though I do not understand them or disagree with them?
· Do I trust them even though they do not make since to me?

· Can I see the truth and workings of God by them when I look at men, women and children walking upon this earth, including in myself?

There is a time to look at what man does by his power, and wisdom and there is a time to look at what God does by his power and wisdom. Do not look at what man is doing when you should be looking at what the Lord is doing, if you do you will become confused and deny the workings of God. Do not concentrate on the sins of man when the time is to focus on what God who cannot sin, is doing in man and by man during the time man is doing evil. If you do you will not be able to see the wisdom and power of God.
