“PASSIVITY” Leads to Destruction

Passivity Definition: 

1) Acceptance of what happens, without active response or resistance, inactivity

2) Lacking in energy or will

There are many examples in the Bible where someone being Passive leads to destruction.  Adam was Passive (Genesis 3) when his wife ate from the tree of the knowledge of good and evil – led to consequences for both Adam and Eve and to the brokenness of the world/mankind.  King David was passive (2 Samuel 11) when he should have been at war with his men – led to adultery and murder.  What about you?  Have there been times in your life where you have been passive and it has led to destruction or sin?  Let take a closer look at this to see how we can avoid this trap.
Scripture Verses to Consider:

Proverbs 18:9 “One who is slack in his work is brother to one who destroys.”
Ecclesiastes 11:4 “Whoever watches the wind will not plant; whoever looks at the clouds will not reap.

Luke 9:61-62 “Still another said, “I will follow you, Lord; but first let me go back and say goodbye to my family.” 62 Jesus replied, “No one who puts a hand to the plow and looks back is fit for service in the kingdom of God.”

James 1:6-8 “But when you ask, you must believe and not doubt, because the one who doubts is like a wave of the sea, blown and tossed by the wind. 7 That person should not expect to receive anything from the Lord. 8 Such a person is double-minded and unstable in all they do.”
Questions:

1) Why is Passivity/Passive such a bad thing in our lives?
2) Give an example in your life where Passivity/Passive lead to destruction/sin or down a path away from God?
3) We were not created to do “Nothing”!  Doing “Nothing” is dangerous and has real consequences.  How do we stay engaged and connected so our lives lead to progress and not destruction?
