“Got Milk?”
1 Peter 2:1-3: “Therefore, rid yourselves of all malice and all deceit, hypocrisy, envy, and slander of every kind. 2 Like newborn babies, crave pure spiritual milk, so that by it you may grow up in your salvation, 3 now that you have tasted that the Lord is good.”
1. (Verse 1) Is there any significance to the word “therefore” at the beginning of this first verse?

2. Why do you think we are first told to turn away from these attitudes and conditions listed in verse 1 BEFORE then approaching God’s word in verse 2? 
3. (Verse 2) Why do you think Peter uses this illustration of a baby craving milk?

a. How can we develop a deep longing and desire, (or craving) for spiritual milk?
b. What are some things that you would describe as “spiritual milk” in your life?
4. (Verse 3) How have you personally “tasted” the Lord’s goodness? 
a. Name a couple of things about Christ that you have tasted and now CRAVE in your life?

1 Peter 2:4-5: “4 As you come to him, the living Stone—rejected by humans but chosen by God and precious to him— 5 you also, like living stones, are being built into a spiritual house to be a holy priesthood, offering spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ.”
5. (Verse 4) Why is Jesus referred to as the living stone?
6. (Verse 5) Can we name any of these “spiritual sacrifices that are acceptable to God?” 
1 Peter 2:11-12: “11 Dear friends, I urge you, as foreigners and exiles, to abstain from sinful desires, which wage war against your soul. 12 Live such good lives among the pagans that, though they accuse you of doing wrong, they may see your good deeds and glorify God on the day he visits us.”
7. (Verse 11) Would you say you live as a “foreigner” and an “exile” in this world?  What does it mean to live as “foreigners” and “exiles”?  
a. How do sinful desires wage war against your soul?  
8. (Verse 12) We all have obvious people in our lives that we carry influence with.  People who witness how we live, and measure it against what we claim to believe.   
a. Can you share a time where you found out you were influencing someone without even knowing it?
b. Have you ever been witness to someone coming to embrace the message of Christ at least in part because of the way a Christian was living?
