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One common activity during Lent is a change in prayer life.  Knowing that we are right at the halfway point of Lent today, let’s look at prayer but in a different way. I recall talking about the methods, frequency, discipline and semantics of prayer in previous gatherings.  But today we will look at the content, what we pray about.  Read the following article by John Piper as a starter and then study John 17, what Jesus prayed just before He was arrested. Because Jesus says we will do the works Jesus has been doing and even greater things than what Jesus as has done (John 14:12), I think we should look at the last thing Jesus prayed for us before He was arrested because there is some things to be learned here.

3. What does Piper say a believer ought to pray about align with what Jesus would have us pray?  What else do you see we need to pray for according to the prayer of Jesus in John 17?
