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The most humbling and beautiful correction the Holy Spirit recently has pressed on me is how my attention is not on purposes of the Kingdom, especially when interacting with others.  Making Christ Lord of my life means He should be Lord of all things I give my attention to. This study is not intended to be about addressing the evils of media but about what is best use of our attention at any given moment, as God commands us.  God has entrusted us with responsibilities to our families, friends, and His mission through the calling He has on our lives.  Our attention to those responsibilities is too important to allow our attention to be diverted elsewhere.

1. What successfully captures your finite and most valuable attention within our “Attention Economy”?

2. Read Romans 1:20. Why does my “clearly perceiving” of God’s creation matter?

3. Read Romans 10:17, Galatians 3:2, and Hebrews 2:1. How is our attention to the hearing of the Word of truth for faith metaphorically like a garden/landscaping or like drifting in a river?
4. Read Proverbs 16:17. What about an image of a highway helps you understand how the upright “guards his way”?

5. Read Matthew 26:41, Luke 21:34. What interferes with our attention to God’s mission for us?
6. Read Luke 17:3, Acts 20:28, Galatians 6:1. Why is it important to have our attention on our brothers? What makes this difficult? How can attention to our brothers be dangerous for us?
7. Read Ephesians 6:18. What are we alert for?  What does this look like?
8. Read Philippians 2:16, Colossians 3:16, and 2 Peter 1:19. What does it mean for the Word of Christ to “dwell in us richly” and “hold fast to it”?  What is the point of it?  What happens when we don’t give our attention to the Word of Christ?
9. What is worth our attention?  What changes will you make to fix your attention?
