Gospel
Definition: euaggelion yoo-ang-ghel'-ee-on - The simple meaning is Good News or Good Message, but within its simplicity, usage, and context dwells a primacy, a depth, and a richness. (Note: in this case and in the case of many other words, simply defining the word does not give us a complete understanding of the word. Certainly here, we must delve deeper.)
