EATING AND DIGESTING CONTAMINATED SWEET BREAD 

There is a danger that exist, of which I have experienced and have learned to be watchful for. I want to share this wisdom and knowledge with you as we gather Friday mornings, when Christ Jesus is among us (2 or 3 gathered together in His name- Math. 18:20). This is so that as our Lord comforts us when we are troubled, we also can comfort others who are troubled or distress (2 Cor.1:4).
1. Have you ever eaten contaminated sweet bread? How has it affected your life?
Spiritual eating is believing and trusting.
Let us look at and define this contaminated sweet bread.
· Bread of deceit is sweet (pleasant) to a man; but afterwards his mouth shall be filled with gravel (pain, sorrows).” (Prov20:17)
· The heart is deceitful above all things, and desperately wicked: who can know it?” Jer 17:9

	Deceive, Deceit, Deceitful

That which gives a false impression whether by appearance, statement or influence.

Given to or marked by deliberate concealment or misrepresentation of the truth:


2. After now being aware of this bread are you currently eating this toxic food? 

3. When you look in your past after being deceived what truth had been concealed or misrepresented by deceit? 
4. What gravel (pain, grief and sorrows) had occurred or is occurring in your life after enjoying the sweetness from evil desires of a deceived fleshly and sensual heart? (Mark 7:20-23)
5. Did you know at the time what troubles or sorrows were waiting for you, how they would come, when they would come or how long they would last?
Those who have eaten contaminated sweet bread.

· Eve in the garden of Eden- the gravel separation from God, fear, having pain during child birth. (Gen. 2:16,17; 3:1-16.)
· Judas Iscariot – the gravel; no peace of mind and killed himself. (Jn. Chp. 12:3-6; Math.26:14-16; Lk.22:1-6;  Math. 27:1-5).
· Ananias and Sapphira – the gravel; fell dead because they lied by deception to the Holy Spirit (Acts 4:32-37 & 5:1-10).
· Gehazi the servant of Elisha -  the gravel; received leprosy as did his descendants
(2Kings 5:15-27).
· King David in the matter with Bathsheba- The gravel; loss of joy. Severe troubles and sorrows among his children including one child raping another, one child killing another, another child being killed by David’s servant. (2Sam.Chps. 11 &12 Chp. 13:1-32; Chp. 18:1-18).
When you believe something is right but it is wrong in the sight of God and you pursue it, you have been deceive and your mouth will be filled with gravel.

When you know something is wrong and you pursue it believing that there will be no consequences for your actions you have been deceived and your mouth will be filled with gravel.
Gal 6:7-8 (KJV) 7 Be not deceived; God is not mocked: for whatsoever a man soweth, that shall he also reap. 8 For he that soweth to his flesh shall of the flesh reap corruption; but he that soweth to the Spirit shall of the Spirit reap life everlasting. 
Num 32:23 (KJV)  But if ye will not do so, behold, ye have sinned against the Lord: and be sure your sin will find you out. 
Pro.26:27  Whosoever digs a pit shall fall therein and he that rolls a stone it will return upon him
